Banana 

Pseudo stem 

weevil 
There is a chance of pseudo stem weevil attack in banana.  As a precaution, apply 

50 g neem cake powder in leaf axils. 

 

Pepper 

 
Foot rot 

As a prophylactic measure to manage foot rot in pepper, add 2 kg trichoderma to a 

mixture of 90 kg FYM and 10 kg neem cake and kept for two weeks with 

sufficient moisture. Add 2.5 kg of this mixture to each matured vine to control foot 

rot of pepper. 
Nutmeg 

Leaf fall 
As a precautionary measure to manage leaf fall in nutmeg, spray 1% bordeaux 

mixture. 
Ginger/Turmeric 

- 
Prepare land for ginger and turmeric. To avoid foot rot in ginger, sock the suckers 

in 0.3% mancozeb/ pseudomonas solution for 30 minutes. 
Vegetables 

- 
Addition of cow dung enriched with trichoderma to the soil at the time of planting 

of vegetables will help to reduce fungal diseases. 
Animal Husbandry Before the rainy season begins, keep the crib clean and tidy. 
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
